1. Sandy Berg moved that the agenda be approved.  Seconded by Jay Byer.   CARRIED
2. The minutes of the December 12, 2015 minutes were approved with the correction of one typo it was moved by Carol Dyck, seconded by Nadine Primrose.  Carried

3. Harriette Hudson read and moved approval of the Treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Sandy Berg.  CARRIED.  We have $131,130.12 in various accounts and made $26,792 at the September casino.  Jay Byer moved that we renew our contract with Peace Power for another year and review at that time.  Seconded by Blaine Brinson.  CARRIED.
4. Committee Reports
 
a) Village Council Update was provided by Blaine Brinson, they received MSI funding and have committed $300,000 to the Village Square project.  They will start the project with work on the Lake View Drive Hill above the hall to ensure proper drainage into the area.  This will also allow for fire truck access to the area.   


b) Regional Recreation Board - Sandy confirmed the distribution of the Regional Recreation Grants and advised us that we received $6500 towards the repairs on the tennis courts.  She presented the Managing Winter Risks report completed by the insurance company.  Playground signs were discussed to provide residents with a number to call regarding any concerns.    We will prepare a request for 2016 funding for our playground repairs.   Meetings will be held in May, September and December this year.  

c) Village Square Project- Peter Wood tried to organize a fish derby for the February long weekend, however there was some issues with approvals.  We will assist him in future events.  Peter is working with Carson McCullough and Associates to prepare a more detailed work plan for this project.


d) Hall Maintenance – We will approach Kim Streit about completing more painting this spring and Bob Richardson about doing some carpentry work boxing in the area in front of the Bar/Kitchen.  Blaine will get more information about options with shocking the well for better water quality.

e) Hall Rentals – Rentals are now booking into 2017 for weddings; this year is filling up fast as well.  Confirmation regarding our association events for May long weekend; July 1; August 27.  Also a major race event is being organized in September. 

5. Reports on Events 

a) New Year’s Eve – The event was a huge success which resulted in a profit of $3,731. 
b) Boxing Day – was another well attended event even though the weather did not cooperate.  The addition of the curling rink was a welcome venue for many non-skaters.  Many thanks to Bob Kirk and his crew for organizing this annual event.
6. Old Business


a) Playgrounds – Next meeting will include a walk around the playgrounds in the village square and the beach to lay out plans for improvements

b)Tennis Court – there was a misunderstanding over the quote received from Tomko to repair the tennis courts, a meeting will be held with Brian Buck upon his return to determine the amount required.  It has been confirmed that we can use Casino Funds for this repair/upgrade.

c)Purchase of Floor Scrubber – We have received our new Floor Scrubber and guidelines are being drawn up to the Hall rental agreement so parties will know what they need to hand mop (i.e. Bathrooms, Kitchen, Bar) the main area will be cleaned by the summer staff working at the village.   An orientation will be set up to train anyone using the scrubber. 

7. New Business 

a)  STEP Student – the village will let us know if we need to apply for a student as an association.  We will also confirm arrangements for the summer programs such as craft day and Movie nights.

c)  Spring Event – Tamara Wheeler and Carol Dyck will take lead on this event to be held May long weekend.  Annual Memberships will also be sold this weekend. We will talk to some of the summer sporting companies about being part of our festivities at the hall.


d) Newsletter – A newsletter is being prepared and we will talk to the village about sending out with the Tax Notices. We will also prepare articles for the County’s Community Connections Magazine and the Town’s publication this spring.
